  (4) Electronic prescription drug orders. 13

    (A) Dangerous drug prescription orders. 15 
 16 
      (i) An electronic prescription drug order for a dangerous drug may be transmitted by a 17 
practitioner or a practitioner's designated agent: 18 
 19 
        (I) directly to a pharmacy; or 20 
 21 
        (II) through the use of a data communication device provided: 22 
 23 
          (-a-) the confidential prescription information is not altered during transmission; and 24 
 25 
          (-b-) confidential patient information is not accessed or maintained by the operator of the 26 
data communication device other than for legal purposes under federal and state law. 27

      (ii) A practitioner shall designate in writing the name of each agent authorized by the 29 
practitioner to electronically transmit prescriptions for the practitioner. The practitioner shall 30 
maintain at the practitioner's usual place of business a list of the designated agents. The 31 
practitioner shall provide a pharmacist with a copy of the practitioner's written authorization for a 32 
specific agent on the pharmacist's request. 33

    (B) Controlled substance prescription orders. A pharmacist may only dispense an electronic 35 
prescription drug order for a Schedule II, III, IV, or V controlled substance in compliance with the 36 
federal and state laws and the rules of the Drug Enforcement Administration outlined in Part 37 
1300 of the Code of Federal Regulations and Texas Department of Public Safety. 38

    (C) Prescriptions issued by a practitioner licensed in the Dominion of Canada or the United 40 
Mexican States. A pharmacist may not dispense an electronic prescription drug order for a 41 
dangerous drug or controlled substance issued by a practitioner licensed in the Dominion of 42 
Canada or the United Mexican States unless the practitioner is also licensed in Texas. 43
